
TOWN OF BRISTOL 
PLANNING BOARD 

1 NOVEMBER 2007, 7:00 PM 
 
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Harry Lowd, Chair. Present were: H. Lowd, W. 
Cummings, R. Cushing, W. Dawson, H. Watson, G. Masters, and W. Mullin. Also present were; 
Bristol CEO M. West, and Bristol Attorney E. Snyder. 
 
The first item of business was the request of Jeanne and Kevin Mattson to build a house in the 
resource protection area off Donovan Road in Pound Pond (Map 15, Lot 10). The MattsonsΩ 
attorney Tom Federle and engineer Kane Coffin presented revised site plans showing the new 
location of the proposed dwelling and driveway. As a result of a site visit with the Mattsons on 
October19, 2007, they agreed to move the dwelling further back on the lot than originally 
proposed. Members Masters and Lowd also visited the site today to determine the flagged 
location of the new proposed dwelling. It was noted that the Mattsons need to meet all the 
criteria of Section 16E of the Shoreland Zoning Ordinance except paragraph #2. The plans as 
submitted are under the 1500 square foot limit (1393 sq. ft.). The Town will need a new set of 
plans with all the measurements on it for determination of square footage and also location of 
the structure. A separate driveway permit is required. Also any fill beyond back filling of the 
structure will require a separate permit. On the final plan the reference to the Town of Bristol 
should be removed from note 3 of the Erosion and Sedimentation Plan. 
 
Following extensive discussion and explanation from the towƴ ŀǘǘƻǊƴŜȅ ŀōƻǳǘ ǘƘŜ ǘŜǊƳ άŀǎ ŦŀǊ 
back as feŀǎƛōƭŜέΣ ƛǘ ǿŀǎ ƳƻǾŜŘΣ ǎŜŎƻƴŘŜŘ, and voted (5-1) to approve the MattsonsΩ request 
for a building site as presented. 
 
At this point Mr. Lowd recused himself from the meeting and Vice-chair Robert Cushing took 
over the meeting. 
 
The next item of business was a request by Mr. William Phinney, representing Hugh Hall. Mr. 
Phinney queried hypothetically as to whether a lot adjoining Mr. Hall on Fish Point would be 
ΨōǳƛƭŘŀōƭŜΩ ς probably not.

The members were reminded of the Shoreland Zoning workshop in Damariscotta with Richard

Next meeting will be at 6:00 PM at the Town Hall on November 15, 2007 to continue working 
on revisions to the subdivision ordinance.
